Dear Bob:

As a follow up to our Tuesday May 23, 2006 telephone conversation, please find below a list of questions that require a definitive answer:

1. Are our football officials covered while working across Canada with other CFOA insured members? Yes.  Members of the OFOA would be covered while working across Canada with other CFOA insured members.

2. Are our football officials covered while working across Canada with other CFOA members who might have their own insurance, rather than that purchased from through football Canada? Yes.  As long as all officials carry liability insurance then all is OK. 

3.
American teams coming into Canada for “friendship games”.  

a. Are OFOA members covered by our insurance during this game? Yes.  OFOA members would be covered during the game.

b. Are OFOA members covered by our insurance if we work along side of 
     American officials?  Yes.  OFOA members would be covered if they worked along side American Officials with the understanding that the American officials have liability insurance as well.

American teams are coming into Canada to participate in a mixed 
American/Canadian league?

a. Are OFOA members covered by our insurance during this game? 

Yes.  OFOA members would be covered during the game.  

b.  Are  OFOA members covered by our insurance if  we work along side of 
     American officials?  Yes.  OFOA members would be covered if they worked along side American officials with the understanding that the American officials have liability insurance as well.

In reference to question 3 and 4, are OFOA members covered if there is a mix of Canadian and American officials?  Yes.  But all officials (Canadian and American) must carry liability insurance. 

6.
In question 3 and 4 above, are OFOA members covered if there is a mix of American and Canadian rules, or all American rules?  Yes.  OFOA members would be covered if there was a mix of rules. 

7. In any game and/or controlled scrimmage that we participate in, is there a minimum number of officials that have to be on the field?  You must follow the rules of the league as far as officiating is concerned.  If there is no clear definition as to how many officials are required on the field, then there is no minimum required.
8. If officials are working a game and/or controlled scrimmage and are short one official, and a volunteer  (ie. coach) comes forward, are OFOA members covered by our insurance?  OFOA members would be covered but the volunteer/coach would not be covered under the OFOA’s insurance policy as he has not paid a fee to be a member of the OFOA.

Stick crews are considered as the “minor officials”.  These individuals are 
quite often volunteers out of the stand.  Are OFOA members covered by our insurance company while working with these volunteers.  OFOA members would be covered but unless the ‘volunteer’ paid to be a member of the OFOA, the volunteers would not be covered under the OFOA’s insurance policy.

If OFOA members work a game(s) or controlled scrimmage outside of Canada, are they covered by the Canadian insurer? Coverage is extended to Canada and the US.  Note that the OFOA member must be a Canadian Resident as coverage is not extended to US Residents.

11.
Are OFOA members covered by our insurance while officiating touch/flag games?  Yes.  OFOA members are covered while officiating touch/flag football games..

12.
Sometimes an association can not supply the required number of officials requested by a league.  In such cases the league might like to appoint a designated person (coach, another league player) to act as an official.  Are OFOA members covered in such a situation?   Only members of OFOA would be covered under the OFOA’s insurance policy.
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
